The U.S. Space Force is the sixth military branch in the U.S. 
Armed Forces, joining the U.S. Army, U.S. Navy, U.S. Air Force, 
U.S. Marine Corps and the U.S. Coast Guard.

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Since the planet Neptune was discovered in 1846, it has 
only finished one full orbit around the sun in 2011. It takes 
165 years to complete each orbit.

A satellite can move upwards of 17,000 miles per hour, 
which allows it to make one complete orbit around the 
Earth every 90 minutes.

Because of how fast objects travel around our planet, an 
object a small as 1 centimeter in diameter such as a 
screw or a bolt can destroy a satellite. 

On January 31st, 
1958, the first U.S. 
satellite, Explorer 1, 
was launched
into orbit.
